Project “Digital Literacy in the school” (school year 9-11)
Project aims to develop digital literacy throughout number of different disciplines (languages, history, civic education etc.). Set of aims also includes encouraging critical thinking, ability to rationally assess and use media channels. Project is part of the national programme for comprehensive schools called “Teaching about the information provision processes and human rights”. 
The relevance of the project is formulated as following: 

Today it is critical not only to passively accept the information, but also to be competent to critically perceive, analyse, assess and responsibly use the information provided by tv, radio, printed media and internet channels. The development of these capabilities is here referred to as digital literacy. This process also foresees fostering the civic, cultural maturity and social skills. 
The competences to develop: 
· Rationally assess and responsibly use the information.
· Understand the principles of freedom of speech and responsibility; assess the role of media in democratic society.
· Identify the marketing principles and tools functioning in the public sphere.
· To use the internet safely.
· To be able to find, evaluate and use the radio, TV programmes and internet sources in the process of learning.

The attitudes to develop:

· Nurture tolerance, respect and democratic values.
· Foster students‘ creative potential and social skills. 

The main principles in adapting the project to the schools curricula:

· It is essential to set clear tasks that would reflect students’ communicational needs and increase their motivation to learn. The teaching content should be tightly related to the realistic communication and cooperation situations.
· One of the main aspects in digital literacy development is critical approach to the media channels. This is a constant process that involves information perception and analysis, also questioning and use of it. Due to this it is important to apply the active teaching methods which would help students to independently find and evaluate radio and TV emissions. The learning process shall be organised in groups both when analysing information (real texts and emissions) and pursuing creative tasks, i.e. creating forceful texts, advertisements and then assessing their impact. 
· Students shall be encouraged to apply in practice the knowledge and experience gained. Schools are advised to organise trips to famous places that were discovered in internet. Students should prepare video, audio montage about their living surroundings, people, language and culture and put it into internet this way sharing the information with other schools. Also students might provide the media channels with the relevant info from their context, such as press releases and texts for radio and TV about their school life and other relevant topics. Students should be also encouraged to prepare film scripts, join the radio clusters, and prepare the information for TV emissions. 

To date there are 15 Lithuanian schools involved in the project.
