FILM AT MY SCHOOL

"Film at my school" is the first programme in Lithuania exploring the film potential in Lithuanian education system, comprehensive schools in particular. Programme was initiated by media education centre "Meno avilys" which was established in 2005. 

Progamme claims that apart from knowledge provision, learning process shall firmly embrace the elements of creativity and independent thinking. Here film serves as an extremely attractive media for students due to its embrace of different subjects and themes and allows young people to explore certain issues in a structured and creative way. 
Progamme "Film at my school" introduces features of the film language to the Lithuanian teachers and offers number of ways to use films in different disciplines throughout the curricula. 
To date “Meno avilys” pursued two projects in this field: 

- “Film at my school 2006/2007” – during this teachers from 240 schools took part in the seminars where the possibilities of using films as education tool and film education practices in west European countries were presented. Afterwards teachers started to work with the films back at their schools. The film package embraced such films as the internationally acknowledged documentary “Before Flying Back to the Earth” (director A. Matelis), “Monsieur Ibrahim” (director F. Dupeyron) and others. 
- “Nordic film at my school 2008” – invited teachers not only to use films in the classes but also to have a closer look at the contemporary Danish, Finnish, Swedish films and their education practices. The first part of this project centered on the two-day seminar led by professionals actively engaged in the field of film education in Scandinavian countries. Then the methodological publication was issued. Afterwards more than 300 teachers participated in the seminars where methodological material and Nordic film package was introduced.
